LIVERPOOOL (11 mins): The early days in Liverpool of the late 1950's and early 1960's are brought vividly to life by those who 
worked closely with them at that time including fan club secretary FREDA KELLY, ALLAN WILLIAMS an early manager, and 
LESLIE WOODHEAD multi-award winning documentary film director.
